Dear Parents / Carers, 

Year 7 Activities Trip to Salcombe Island Cruising Club (Monday 2nd to Friday 6th July 2012) 

 

It gives me great pleasure to offer 45 Year 7 pupils the opportunity to spend 4 nights / 5 days on the south 

Devon coast learning to sail and take part in other water sport activities. 

 

I will be taking budding new sailors to Devon’s Island Cruising Club (http://www.icc-salcombe.co.uk) where 

they will be sleeping on a historical sea vessel called ‘Egremont’. The cost of the activity week includes three 

cooked meals a day, bed linen, tuition and all specialised equipment which the children will require. 

 

All activities are organised by fully qualified RYA training instructors which will include Pico sailing, 

canoeing, raft building, windsurfing, boat building and sailing along Salcombe estuary.  Other activities which 

are included in the price are crabbing, team challenges, navigation, treasure hunts, coastal exploration and 

beach games. Children will be provided with wet suits and life buoyancy aids for all pursuits. 

 

We have managed to negotiate a better deal than last year! The cost of the visit will be a maximum of £300.00 

This includes: return travel by coach, full board, accommodation, insurance and a comprehensive programme 

of activities 

 

Should you wish your child to be included in this visit, please complete the permission slip overleaf and return 

with the non-refundable deposit of £50.00. This is required no later than Thursday 20
th

 October 2011. You 

will be notified shortly after this date as to whether the response makes the visit viable.  I have included 

details of all payment deadlines on the accompanying page, which you can detach and keep for reference.  If 

the visit is not viable, all deposits will be returned.   

 

Please be aware that when you reserve a place for your child through payment of the deposit, you become 

liable to pay in due course the full amount of the cost of his/her place on the trip.  Should you decide to 

withdraw your child at any point after the offer of a place has been made, the remaining installments must be 

paid by the deadlines set by the school unless you receive from the school written notification that this is not 

necessary. The same condition applies if the offer of a place for your child on the trip is withdrawn by the 

school for reasons connected with your child's conduct.  In either event, if the school is able without financial 

loss to re-allocate to another child the place you have reserved for your child, all installments with the 

exception of the non-refundable deposit will be returned to you. Finally, please also be aware that should your 

child be unable to attend the trip due to a genuine medical reason, an insurance claim can be made on 

production of a doctor's certificate. 

  

This is a very valuable learning and social experience that represents good value for money – learning to sail 

and being confident in the water is a wonderful ability to possess.
